Cincinnati Enquirer Reporter
CIiff Radel has been covering the
story concerning the fate of the
historically significant works of
art from the concourse in the Cin-
cinnati Union Terminal, currently
installed in CVG’s soon-to-be
demolished terminals. He has
also researched the individual
workers whose likenesses were
recreated on the mosaics.

CIliff started his photojournalism
career with The Cincinnati En-
quirer back in 1995, and has since
then earned the title of “Best Col-
umnist” by the Cleveland Press
Club and the Associated Press of
Ohio, as well as the Gannett
newspaper chain. He was also
The Enquirer’s popular-music
critic for 19 seasons.

He has authored two books - the
first edition of Cincinnati Mo-
ments, a Celebration of Photo-
graphs from The Cincinnati En-
quirer (1999) and the Big Red
Machine Edition of Cincinnati
Moments (2000).

Cincinnati, having received a bache-
lor’s degree in psychology, a master’s
in social psychology, and has complet-
ed course work for a Ph.D. His work
has also appeared in The New York
Times, Chicago Tribune and The
Washington Post.
