DIVISION 7.100 PURPOSE AND APPLICABILITY

This Article sets forth regulations for the substantive review of subdivision plats, development plats, and site plans to
be considered in addition to the other applicable land development regulations of this UDC.

A. Purpose. The purpose of this Article is to:

1. Ensure that new development is consistent with the goals and intentions of the Comprehensive Plan;

2. Provide for the harmonious development of the City and its extraterritorial jurisdiction (ETJ), for the
coordination and alignment of streets within subdivisions with other existing or planned streets, or with other
features of the City of the municipality;

7. To the maximum extent permitted by Texas law, ensure that development is compatible with and properly
integrated into existing and future neighborhoods; and

8. Ensure that subdivisions and subdivision improvements are designed to:

a. reduce potential impacts on street congestion by providing alternative travel routes, promoting
alternative modes of transportation, shortening journey to work trips, or lessening overall vehicle miles
traveled;
promote the orderly layout and use of land;
secure safety from fire and other dangers;

d. facilitate adequate provisions for transportation, potable water, wastewater, schools, parks,
playgrounds and other public requirements;

e. protect neighborhood areas from the hazard of high-speed through traffic; and

f. protect groundwater supplies from contamination.

Applicability - general. No development shall commence, nor shall any building permit, utility connection
permit, electrical connection permit or similar permit be issued, for any development or land division subject to
this Article, until a plat has been approved and submitted to the City for filing at the County. However, the City
shall not require building permits or otherwise enforce the City’s Building Code in the City’'s extraterritorial
jurisdiction in relation to any plat required by this Code unless the development is connected to city utilities, or
upon request by a developer or builder and upon coordination with County authority.

Applicability - subdivision plat. A subdivision plat shall be required when the owner of a tract of land within
the City divides the tract into two or more parts to lay out a subdivision of the tract; lay out suburban, building, or
other lots; or lay out streets, alleys, squares, parks, or other parts of the tract intended to be dedicated to public
use or for the use of the purchasers or owners of the lots within the tract. A subdivision includes a division
regardless of whether it is made by using a metes and bounds description in a deed of conveyance or in a
contract for a deed, by using a contract of sale or other executory contract to convey, or by using any other
method.

1. Within the City limits, no subdivision of land shall be permitted unless it conforms to:
a. All applicable standards of this Code;

b. The general plan of the city and its streets, alleys, easements, parks, playgrounds and public utility
facilities, including those which have been or may be laid out, and
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c. The general plan for the extension of the city and of its roads, streets, alleys, easements and public
highways, regard being had for access to public utilities.

Within the area of the City's extraterritorial jurisdiction labeled "City Subdivision Controls" on the Official
Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Map, no subdivision of land shall be permitted unless it conforms to the
subdivision regulations of this Article.

Areas that are outside of the area of the City's extraterritorial jurisdiction labeled "City Subdivision Controls"
on the Official Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Map, but that are within the City's water or wastewater service
areas, no subdivision of land that is or is planned to be served with City water and wastewater services
shall be permitted unless it conforms to:

a. The applicable County subdivision regulations;

b. The general plan of the city and its streets, alleys, easements, parks, playgrounds and public utility
facilities, including those which have been or may be laid out, and

c. The general plan for the extension of the city and of its roads, streets, alleys, easements and public
highways, regard being had for access to public utilities.

d. Receives approval from the City Planning and Zoning Commission for the extension of utilities provided
by the City.

D. Applicability - minor subdivision plat. Minor subdivision plats may be approved by the Administrator. See
Division 14.500, Subdivision and Development Plat Procedures. They involve four or fewer lots fronting on an
existing street and do not require the creation of any new street or the extension of municipal facilities. Minor
subdivision plats are subject to all of the same substantive standards as subdivision plats.

E. Applicability - development plat.

1.

A development plat shall be required for all development within the City or Extraterritorial Jurisdiction that is
not subject to a subdivision plat or minor subdivision plat requirement, except if the reason a subdivision
plat or minor subdivision plat is not required is that the property is already platted and the plat is not being
amended to accommodate the development.

The City shall endorse approval on a development plat if the plat conforms to:

a. The general plans, rules, and ordinances of the City concerning its current and future streets,
sidewalks, drainage, alleys, parks, playgrounds, and public utility facilities;

b. The general plans, rules, and ordinances for the extension of the City or the extension, improvement,
or widening of its roads, streets, and public highways within the City and in its Extraterritorial
Jurisdiction, taking into account access to and extension of sewer and water mains and the
instrumentalities of public utilities; and

c. The applicable requirements of this Code.

F. Applicability - site plan. A site plan shall be required when the owner of a tract of land within the City limits
proposes to develop the tract with any use other than a single-family home, twin home, or duplex. Site plans
shall be required whether or not a subdivision plat or development plat is required.

General exceptions and exemptions.
1.

Within the City limits, the provisions of this Article shall not be construed to prohibit the issuance of building,
repair, plumbing or electrical permits with respect to any lots or building tract ("subject property"), nor
prohibit the repair, maintenance or installation of any street or public utility services for, to or abutting any
subject property, if:
a. It is demonstrated that any of the following conditions existed with respect to the use or legal
description of the subject property prior to March 9, 1987:
i. The boundaries of the subject property have not changed except for changes resulting from public
improvements and was identified by metes and bounds; or
ii. A building was in existence on the subject property; or
iii. The subject property was legally or functionally subdivided, either by recorded plat or by actual
occupancy and use; and
b. The subject property has frontage on an existing publicly dedicated and accepted road; and
c. It is demonstrated that water service is available to the subject property by a public water supply
approved by the Texas Department of Health. Such demonstration shall include:
i. A survey of the property; and
ii. A letter of commitment from a public water supply agreeing to supply the subject property

Within the Extraterritorial Jurisdiction, no subdivision plat or minor subdivision plat shall be required if:
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a. The subject property was already legally subdivided prior to March 9, 1987, or prior to its inclusion in
the City's Extraterritorial Jurisdiction, whichever is most recent;

The subject property has frontage on an existing publicly dedicated and accepted road;

The subdivision has water service from a public water supply approved by the Texas Department of
Health; and

d. The subdivision complies with all applicable county regulations.
Any property that has been divided by court order shall be exempt from subdivision plat requirements
unless the owner of a court-subdivided parcel seeks further subdivision.

City-owned property is exempt from the requirements of filing a subdivision plat, provided that any
development on such property is for public use and reviewed and approved by the City Manager to ensure
that:

a. The development of the property meets all applicable infrastructure requirements; and
b. The map of the property in question is recorded in the Hidalgo County Clerk's Office.
No property that fronts on one or more streets classified as collector or higher shall be exempt from the

Within the area of the City's extraterritorial jurisdiction labeled "City Subdivision Controls" on the Official
Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Map, no subdivision of land shall be permitted unless it conforms to the
subdivision regulations of this Article.

Areas that are outside of the area of the City's extraterritorial jurisdiction labeled "City Subdivision Controls"
on the Official Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Map, but that are within the City's water or wastewater service
areas, no subdivision of land that is or is planned to be served with City water and wastewater services
shall be permitted unless it conforms to:

a. The applicable County subdivision regulations;

b. The general plan of the city and its streets, alleys, easements, parks, playgrounds and public utility
facilities, including those which have been or may be laid out, and

c. The general plan for the extension of the city and of its roads, streets, alleys, easements and public
highways, regard being had for access to public utilities.

d. Receives approval from the City Planning and Zoning Commission for the extension of utilities provided
by the City.

Applicability - minor subdivision plat. Minor subdivision plats may be approved by the Administrator. See
Division 14.500, Subdivision and Development Plat Procedures. They involve four or fewer lots fronting on an
existing street and do not require the creation of any new street or the extension of municipal facilities. Minor
subdivision plats are subject to all of the same substantive standards as subdivision plats.

Applicability - development plat.

1.

A development plat shall be required for all development within the City or Extraterritorial Jurisdiction that is
not subject to a subdivision plat or minor subdivision plat requirement, except if the reason a subdivision
plat or minor subdivision plat is not required is that the property is already platted and the plat is not being
amended to accommodate the development.

The City shall endorse approval on a development plat if the plat conforms to:

a. The general plans, rules, and ordinances of the City concerning its current and future streets,
sidewalks, drainage, alleys, parks, playgrounds, and public utility facilities;

b. The general plans, rules, and ordinances for the extension of the City or the extension, improvement,
or widening of its roads, streets, and public highways within the City and in its Extraterritorial
Jurisdiction, taking into account access to and extension of sewer and water mains and the
instrumentalities of public utilities; and

c. The applicable requirements of this Code.

Applicability - site plan. A site plan shall be required when the owner of a tract of land within the City limits
proposes to develop the tract with any use other than a single-family home, twin home, or duplex. Site plans
shall be required whether or not a subdivision plat or development plat is required.

General exceptions and exemptions.

1.

Within the City limits, the provisions of this Article shall not be construed to prohibit the issuance of building,

repair, plumbing or electrical permits with respect to any lots or building tract ("subject property"), nor

prohibit the repair, maintenance or installation of any street or public utility services for, to or abutting any

subject property, if:

a. It is demonstrated that any of the following conditions existed with respect to the use or legal
description of the subject property prior to March 9, 1987:

i. The boundaries of the subject property have not changed except for changes resulting from public
improvements and was identified by metes and bounds; or

ii. A building was in existence on the subject property; or

ii. The subject property was legally or functionally subdivided, either by recorded plat or by actual
occupancy and use; and

The subject property has frontage on an existing publicly dedicated and accepted road; and

It is demonstrated that water service is available to the subject property by a public water supply
approved by the Texas Department of Health. Such demonstration shall include:

i. A survey of the property; and
ii. A letter of commitment from a public water supply agreeing to supply the subject property

Within the Extraterritorial Jurisdiction, no subdivision plat or minor subdivision plat shall be required if:
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a. The subject property was already legally subdivided prior to March 9 , 1987, or prior to its inclusion in
the City's Extraterritorial Jurisdiction, whichever is most recent;

The subject property has frontage on an existing publicly dedicated and accepted road;

The subdivision has water service from a public water supply approved by the Texas Department of
Health; and

d. The subdivision complies with all applicable county regulations.
Any property that has been divided by court order shall be exempt from subdivision plat requirements
unless the owner of a court-subdivided parcel seeks further subdivision.

City-owned property is exempt from the requirements of filing a subdivision plat, provided that any
development on such property is for public use and reviewed and approved by the City Manager to ensure
that:

a. The development of the property meets all applicable infrastructure requirements; and
b. The map of the property in question is recorded in the Hidalgo County Clerk's Office.
No property that fronts on one or more streets classified as collector or higher shall be exempt from the

City's thoroughfare plans for right-of-way requirements, regardless of whether it is exempt from the
subdivision process.

Family partitions and agricultural lots are exempt from the platting process as provided in Division 7.300,
Family Partitions.

(Diagnosed with LHON) For this
and so much more we felt that this was the best direction to take to in going forth to build next door to
my mother and be a support to each other. | am also an educator trying to work and teach in the middle
of this pandemic for the ECISD. | have acted in good faith with my interactions with the city. Again, |
have done everything asked of me by the city, as my engineer can attest to. All | ask is for the
opportunity to fulfill this dream and give us the opportunity to move forth as soon as possible.

STAFF COMMENTS AND RECOMMENDATION:

HLG Plan Review Services, the project engineering firm for the above referenced subdivision is
requesting a Variance to the City’s Unified Development Code (UDC) Article 7- Plat and Site Plan
Design- Section 7.404 Blocks. The proposed development is located on the north side of Rogers Road,
approximately 990 feet east of North Sugar Road. A subdivision plat submitted under the name Pearl
Estates, consists of 47 lots for single family residential use and received preliminary plat approval on
June 9, 2020. '

1. Article —7- Plat and Site Plan Design- Section 7.404 Blocks

Variance Request: The engineer is requesting for the residential block lengths to be allowed as
shown on the proposed plat. The proposed plat has a block length of 1,080 feet, without a cross
street on the west side of the development.. The maximum allowed by the Unified Development
Code is 800 ft. The applicant has indicated that the basis for the request is that there is no public
benefit since there is an existing residential house and major overhead transmission lines
immediately located to the west of the property.

According to the City’s Unified Development Code no block should exceed 800 feet in length and the
length, width, and shape of the block should be determined with due regard to the provision of adequate
sites for buildings of the type proposed, zoning requirements, fire access, emergency service, and police
protection.

Staff’s Recommendation: Disapproval of this Variance Request. Compliance with the 800 ft. block

length requirement promotes walkability, connectivity and traffic circulation between neighborhoods.
Per Fire, a stub out street is needed on the west side of the property for access to future development.

A. Block pattern. In general, streets shall be laid out to create blocks. Within any superblock created by arterials or
collectors, the design objective is to provide an interconnected network of streets so that people may reach other
locations within the superblock without having to access arterial or collector streets. See Figure 7.403.A., lllustrative
Block Pattern in Superblock to Create Connectivity. If practicable, streets shall be arranged in a grid or comparable
formal arrangement, and open spaces shall be integrated into the block design. Exceptions will be made for green spaces

along drainage or stream channels or where other natural resources make a grid or comparable formal arrangement
difficult or cost prohibitive.

Block Length. Where possible, blocks shall be laid out to have their short length abutting arterials, collectors, or
the development's major road. The blocks should not, in most instances, exceed nine lots in length on one side of the
street, except for attached units on individual lots, which shall not exceed 15 lots (or, in the case of condominiums,
cooperatives, or rental housing, 15-unit footprints plus required building side yards). See Figure 7.403.B., Block
Length. No block may exceed 800 feet in length. The length, width, and shape of blocks should be determined with due
regard to the provision of adequate sites for buildings of the type proposed, zoning requirements, fire access, emergency

service, and police protection.
