MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETINGS - April 8, 2019 — Motion to Approve the Minutes
made by Commissioner Burton, second by Commission Zelinske with All VVoting Aye.

OLIVIA TORKELSON - DISCUSSION ON HORSES - Olivia Torkelson lives at 1200 W Main, she
would like to house her horse on their property and add another horse. Their parcel is 8 acres on the
edge of town. Sheldon Torkelson handed out an ordinance from Mantorville allowing this.
Commissioner Thompson asked how much is proposed pasture and Mr. Torkelson stated there is over 4
acres in the back by the railroad tracks. Property is currently zoned R-C. Commissioner Burton stated
that we may be able to rezone it to ag district per the new comprehensive plan, he does not think that a
variance would work. Mr. Torkelson asked if they could only rezone the 4.25 acres in the back.
Commissioner Thompson asked about regulation the numbers of horses. Commissioner Zelinske noted
that the rule of thumb is one horse per acre. Commissioner Fitch asked if the entire 4.25 acres would be
fenced, and if the railroad have setbacks for animals. Mr. Torkelson will check into that. The
Commissioners requested a legal opinion.

BEN KALL - POSSIBLE PROJECT PRESENTATION AND DISCUSSION - Administrator
Coleman stated that Mr. Kall has an option on the Hinderman Concrete property. It would have to be
rezoned to R-C to allow for the multi-family; that is the closest to the description for downtown as
defined in the Comprehensive Plan. There would possibly be two conditional use permits for this use;
the second for a planned unit development. Discussion included vehicle traffic, foot traffic since there is
no sidewalks in that area, and inclusion in the Safe Routes to School plan. This would be on a county
road and right of way. The Commission thought a rezone would appropriate. Commissioner Fitch
brought up the flood zone. Coleman stated that Mr. Kall is working with SHE engineering on the flood
zone. The challenge may be the city floodplain ordinance.

OTHER — Administrator Coleman received a conditional use permit application from Mr. Wilker but he
did not turn in the fee and he is asking for a conditional use that is not listed in our ordinance.

To Whom it May Concern,

Thank you for the opportunity to provide information regarding the proposed high-voltage
transmission line (HVTL) routes with respect to current and future urban development in
Kasson. Proposed routes for the HVTL will intersect established neighborhoods, downtown,
Kasson-Mantorville schools’ campus, as well as planned future developments.

In 2018, Kasson completed a comprehensive plan called “Kasson Upward 2040”. This plan
serves as an expression of the community’s vision for the future and a strategic map to achieve
that vision. The plan is a guiding document that informs policies and action steps meant to
achieve the community of Kasson’s vision. The comprehensive plan includes the future land use
plan, which is referenced in this letter (Figure 1). The core community value of Kasson is the
small-town identity, which frames the context of future urban development.

Downtown is the heart of Kasson and serves as a hub for cultural and economic activity in the
region. Downtown Kasson is distinctive in character and unique in form from the rest of the city.
The vitality of downtown requires careful consideration for the impact of future projects to
enhance (or detract) from its unique character. The presence of HVTL along the train tracks
through downtown will detract from the existing vitality and historic aesthetic of downtown
Kasson.

The most northerly proposed HVTL route would bisect the Kasson-Mantorville School District
campus, which consists of the high school, middle school, elementary school, and community
education center. The campus is situated between the cities of Kasson and Mantorville. The
campus was recently expanded in 2017, cementing the area for continued institutional/public use.
Future institutional growth is expected to occur within the institutional/public land use zones in
Figure 1. The campus serves as an anchor for future residential development in north Kasson.

Greenways (Figure 2) abut the HVTL routes at numerous locations. The City of Kasson aims to
integrate greenways with the urban environment, especially in new developments. Greenways
are also potential sites for recreational trails. Very little development is allowed within the
greenways, which are intended to be passive spaces with small town character and vistas.

The effect of HVTL’s on existing and future residential development is tangible. Route D
imposes a smaller perimeter around Kasson’s long-term growth areas. This perimeter affects the
availability of viable land for the City of Kasson to expand.

The proposed routes intersect with long term growth zones identified in the comprehensive plan
future land use map. The presence of a HVTL could affect the urban form and viability of future
residential development in these areas. Planned projects such as the westward extension of 16"



Street NW (Figure 3) are meant to accommaodate future residential and commercial development
in northwest Kasson.

Residential development is planned to continue east of Kasson, as seen in Figure 4. The presence
of HVTL along the railroad line would impact this development. The future land use plan
indicates residential developments will continue in far northeast Kasson. The City of Mantorville
constructed a sewer force main that delivers their wastewater to the City of Kasson Wastewater
Treatment facility. Infrastructure will accommodate future residential growth in the area, as
development continues in the corridor between Kasson and Mantorville.

There are a number of developments in Kasson planned or expected in the next two years:

1. 16™ Street NE is planned for reconstruction in 2019.

2. Storm sewer project is expected to occur in 2019/2020 (Figure 5).

3. Construction of residential development in east Kasson in 2020 (Figure 4).

4. Highway 57 Reconstruction project planned for 2021.

5. The City has purchased property on the corner of Hwy 57 and 16" Street NE for a future
round about; a project that will require realignment of power poles in that area.

6. The City is in discussions with Dodge County for the construction of 16™ Street NW, trail
connections (Figure 2) and the development of a storm pond as early as 2020. (Figure 3)

In light of the residential and institutional growth, underway and anticipated, and the future land
use as outlined in the City of Kasson Comprehensive Plan, | respectfully submit that the current
options to locate electric transmission lines to the south of Highway 14 in Kasson are better
option for the City, County and Township residents.

CELEBRATING 30 YEARS OF SEMMCHRA!

SEMMCHRA entered a new era at the end of 2018 and will continue to address
the housing needs of our residents in Southeastern Minnesota. Through my work
on the Minnesota Housing Partnership Board, | am learning the full impact of

our State’s housing crisis. Today, more than 1 in 4 Minnesota households spend
more than 30 percent of their income on housing, making it likely that they must
cut back on necessities like food, education and medicine simply to pay their rent
or mortgage. Since 2000, the number of cost-burdened renters has increased by
more than 30 percent and now impacts nearly HALF of all renter households in our
state. Currently, 56 percent of all senior renters in Minnesota are cost burdened

— representing a 25 percent increase since 2000. The number of costburdened
senior homeowners has also risen 54 percent since 2000. Over the next 20 years,
Minnesotans over the age of 65 are anticipated to grow by 93 percent, making
senior housing a crifical issue. Access to safe, affordable homes builds a strong
foundation for families and communities across ALL income brackets.

In the past 30 years, SEMMCHRA has created and preserved more than 480 units
of affordable housing that they now own and operate. This is critical infrastructure
in a time when the median cost of rent is increasing, and incomes are decreasing —
double digits in both directions in some southeastern Minnesota markets!

SEMMCHRA has also brought over 385 rental assistance vouchers to our area.
This aids with partial rent payments to private landlords to make rent affordable
for our workforce, families, elderly and disabled residents. SEMMCHRA has also
preserved 160 units of additional rental assistance at properties in Goodhue,
Wabasha, and Winona Counties to assist with partial rent payments to help
households in attaining self-sufficiency.

Also, during that time, SEMMCHRA assisted in multiple disaster relief initiatives
and partnered with FEMA and the DNR to help families and businesses across
our region rebuild from catastrophic flooding. Almost 100 home owners and 10
business were helped with funding exceeding $20 million.

The preservation of our local housing structures is the most cost-effective approach
in addressing todays housing crisis. For the past 30 years, SEMMCHRA has
preserved over 995 homes, 190 business and 200 rental units. This has been done
with federal and state grants in excess of $22 million.

Joseph Wheeler has led this journey and advocated for many legislative changes
that have become core nationally recognized programs today. His voice helped to
craft the federal legislation that created the Family Self-Sufficiency Program, which
helps individuals and families break out of the need for government assistance. In
December of 2018, Joe officially decided to retire after over 30 years of dedicated
service.

We attribute SEMMCHRAS success to the SEMMCHRA staff who have ambition like
no other and focus on the things that matter most so our impact is greatest in the
communities we serve. All of us working together have made many people’s lives
better so that individuals could achieve self- sufficiency.

It is with excitement that | look to the future and reflect with great thankfulness for
the path that Joe has cleared. SEMMCHRA will continue to advocate, create and
preserve affordable housing, especially in those markets where housing is a barrier
to economic development. SEMMCHRA believes everyone deserves a place to

call home, and we will work closely to build bridges so more services are linked to
housing. SEMMCHRA is driven to fill the gap and work with private developers to
ensure ALL income levels have affordable housing. SEMMCHRA is committed to be
an organization that adds value to communities across southeastern Minnesota and
to utilize its authority to produce a positive return fo our region.
