I. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 6:00 P.M. by Acting Chairperson

I. Approve minutes: Motion by Kuball and second by Christensen, with all voting Aye, to
approve the minutes of the October 2021 Park Board Meeting.

. New Business:

A.

Climate Forward Project (Vail Property)-Robert Harris Ill. Harris, Sandstrom
and Wright made a presentation proposing “Kasson Carbon Forest Project”, a
forest of Oak, Hickory and Cottonwood trees planted on 20 acres of the recently
purchased Vail property. This would give the private sector an opportunity to
invest in carbon offset credits. There was discussion on the options of having a
park that is a forest/nature area versus long-range planning for future
playground amenities that will be needed as the City continues to grow.

It was recommended by Christensen that Harris bring the concept to a City
Council meeting in January for their feedback. The Board would like to do their
due diligence and consider all options before making a decision on any of the
options that have been presented for the Vail property.

Request for picnic tables — David Dripps. At a recent public meeting David
Dripps asked if picnic tables could be placed in the greenspace near Plaza 57 to
give food truck patrons a place to sit. The Board was in agreement that the
food vendors or the businessowners that are allowing the food trucks should

supply their own tables. It is not appropriate for the City to provide for private
businesses.

Tree City USA. Unger reminded the Board that the Tree City USA application is
due by the end of December. He is compiling the information to submit the
application. This will be our 42" year of participating.

D. 2022 Kasson Aquatic Center proposals-programs, fees, hours and wages.
Unger presented the proposed changes for the hours, programs and fees for
the 2022 season at the Aquatic Center. (Documentation Attached)

Unger spent considerable time talking with K.A.C. staff and looking at other area
pools when compiling this information. Because of the proposed changes to
the hours and programs, there will be enough cost savings to afford significant
wage increases for the staff that are working at the facility.

Christensen asked about charging an extra fee for groups that bring in over 25
people during open swim. Unger was not aware of any facilities that make an
extra charge of this type. The Board may consider this in future years.

Motion was made by Christensen and second by Sinning, with all voting Aye, to
adjust the 2022 pool hours, programs and fees as presented by Unger along
with the following hourly wages: 1* year admission/concession worker-$9.33;
2™ or more years admission/concession worker-$10.33; lifeguards- $13.00;
WSI’s- $15.00; Assistant Managers- $16.25; Manager-$20.50.

E. Park Board appointments — Kuball and Franke. Kuball will continue to serve another

three year term. Franke expressed his interest in continuing, but will let us know in the
near future if he feels he can continue.

IV. Old Business:
A. Stone wall signage and fund donations. Sinning indicated The Save the Wall
Committee would like to purchase a sign that gives some historical
information and photos about the stone wall. They plan to fund this with

money that was raised to save the wall. The Committee will work with City
Staff on the signage.

Sinning also asked if City crews could add mud under the section of the wall
that is leaning to help stabilize it. Unger indicated that it would probably need
to be done by a mud-jacker.

Sinning was asked to turn in any funds that were raised, by year-end, since
the City has paid Reticulated Stone for their portion of the project. Sinning
said the Save the Wall Committee does not want to pay for the sidewalk
portion of the project. The Board indicated they did not distinguish between
the cost of the wall and the cost of the sidewalk when agreeing to do the
project-it was all considered one cost to save the structure. Reticulated Stone
has been paid over $49,500.00 for their portion of the work, so the funds
raised would be used to cover those costs. The Committee was thanked for
all of their efforts to raise funds for the project.

CALL TO ORDER AT 6:30PM

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING — October 11, 2021 - Motion to Approve the Minutes as Submitted
made by Commissioner Eggler, second by Commissioner Fitch With All Voting Aye.

GOLDEN KERNEL ANNEXATION — INFORMATION — Administrator Ibisch stated that this came into
the City as Designated Holding (DH) zone. This is south of County 34 on the west side Kasson. Mr. Schieb
stated that this is outside of the comprehensive plan current growth area. We do not have a concept plan or idea
of what they intend on using the land for.

SCHUETTE ANNEXATION — CONCEPT PLAN — Administrator Ibisch stated that this was annexed at the
last Council meeting. Mr. Schieb stated that this is a concept review and this is an opportunity to identify big
issues to determine where the plans go in terms of a final entitlement process. Mr. Schieb stated that the first
issue is in the land use map there is an area that the comp plan identifies this as high density residential and Mr.
Schuette would like this area to be commercial. So there is a request to change this to C-3. The second is
access to highway 57, this will be dictated largely by MnDOT and the roundabout will effect street accesses.
There is a drainage area that goes through the site. The developer and the City will have to work through storm
water draining and easements. The developer would like to phase development on this site. The next steps
would need to be a comp plan amendment and a rezone. Dean Schuette was in attendance to answer questions.

Discussion — Ibisch asked about road spacing and MnDOT stated that they are supportive of accesses at 11™ St
and 13" St. Mr. Scheib stated that we need to work through this with MnDOT we will get into these with the
Platting process. Mr. Scheib stated that MnDOT is supportive of full intersections. Mr. Schuette stated that he
has had conversations with Bigelow and he is amenable with sharing an easement for 12" St. Commissioner
Thompson asked about the mixture of housing on the west side and the zoning for that area. Commissioner
Eggler asked about the jog on 12" and if there is a way to make that straighter.

The Planning Commissioners were in agreement that they are comfortable with the uses so that Mr. Schuette
can figure out the street alignments to comply with the MnDOT comments. Commissioner Fitch asked if we
have seen any plans for the Kwik Trip that will be at the North of 16" St. Scheib stated that we have not.

Mr. Schuette stated that he believes 12" will be more of a residential street and the bulk of traffic will use 16"
St.

Mr. Scheib stated that this is only a concept plan and this conversation is essential to work on the plan.



FENCE DISCUSSION — There was a complaint that a fence had been built within the setback area of the new
fence ordinance. Jason Kingsley, the property owner was notified and was in attendance to state why and how
he ordered the fence pieces and gopher one call in July before the new fence ordinance was passed. He stated
that he is 2 % feet from the back property line. Commissioner Burton stated that there is documentation that this
was started before the new fence law went into effect. The Commissioners were in agreement that this fence
was in compliance.

Chairman Ferris asked about the other fence on Mantorville Ave that was not in compliance of the former fence
ordinance. Administrator Ibisch stated that he has sent another letter to the resident and received no response.
Mr. Scheib stated that this is a zoning violation and asked if the Council would enforce this since we can’t pick
and choose so we would need to change the code. Commissioner Burton stated that he thinks we are obligated
to enforce this. This would not fit a variance or a conditional use permit. It was suggested for the Administrator
to send another letter would be sent and to give the property owner to August of 2022 to come into compliance
or corrective action will be taken. After the City Council makes a decision in August of 2022 there is an appeals
process and timeline.

2022 WORK PLAN — Mr. Scheib stated that Laura Chamberlain has left the company so he will be our go to
for the meantime. He asked what the Planning Commission would like to think about for updates or
improvement in 2022. Mr. Scheib stated that more needs to be done regarding the park system plan and have a
more defined park planning and we can advise during the concept plan process and the Park Board needs to do
this more than the Planning Commission.

Commissioner Burton stated that we should update and detail the PUD ordinance and establishing more design
standards for these PUDs. The decisions have been reactive and not proactive.

Commissioner Burton stated that we should look at large lot developments and what prevents these large lots
from subdividing their lot.

Dodge County Redistricting. Sara Marquardt, the Accounting Services Director, at Dodge
County has been working with Dave Deschene to get all of the Commissioner District with
the target population numbers. If the shift in a county commissioner district boundary affects
a population larger than 5% of the average district size in the county, it is considered a
significant alteration in the constituency represented by that commissioner, so there should
be an election in that county commissioner district in the first general election following
redistricting regardless of whether or not that commissioner was elected in 2020. Districts
elected in 2020 where the population shift is smaller than 5% are exempted from running for
office in 2022. She should be consulting with Linda Rappe, the City Clerk, on changes in
Kasson.

Lions Park Master Park finalization. In your packet there is the final design. At the
master plan level, we’re constrained by the accuracy of the GIS when siting features. That
said our location logic in the SW was to maximizing the ballfield experience and minimize
costs assuming we can mitigate floodplain impacts as needed. In the layout we sought to:

minimize access drive/road length (cost),

optimizing field orientation for play,

minimize walk distance from parking to fields 1 and 2,
minimize electrical supply run for fields 1 and 2 lighting

VVVY

In reality, the site constraints are probably going to force us to do some floodplain
mitigation if they want the third full-sized field and the archery program, it’s really a matter
of when we want to shoulder that cost. The location of field 3 and/or the archery can shift if
the City Council wants to minimize the initial flood plain impacts, it’s really all in how the
phasing of the project plays out and what ultimately gets included in the finished park. If
there’s a 2:1 floodplain mitigation requirement there may also be an opportunity to utilize
that additional soil haul-off for constructing the sledding hill to reduce costs. Attached is a
slightly adjusted version of the master plan that slides the ballfields west more.

Regarding grants, HGki maintains a database and subscription service we can tap into to
identify grant funding opportunities based on park program, but the DNR Outdoor Rec and
Local Trail Connection Grant programs are probably the major ones to target for this

park. MN Twins Community Fund may be another avenue. The visualizations they
provided are a major help with those applications and they can provide grant writing and/or
oversight if needed. Let me know if you have questions. This year we will begin with an
upgrade to the parking facilities.



Legislative Commission Discusses Housing Preemption Proposal. The commission
discussed the majority of the proposed “Comprehensive Housing Affordability Act,” which
would broadly preempt city authority regarding residential development. Rep. ElKkins
provided a summary of articles 3-11 of the draft legislation, which include policy provisions
that would impact cities statewide, as well as those that would directly impact cities in the
metro area. The League of Minnesota Cities, along with the Coalition of Greater Minnesota
Cities, Metro Cities, Minnesota Association of Small Cities, and the Municipal Legislative
Commission submitted written testimony highlighting city concerns with the bill. Chief
among the city concerns are the provisions in the bill that:

Broadly preempt city zoning and land use authority.

Capping Park dedication fees.

Place restrictions on state building code adoption.

Eliminate city opt-out authority for Temporary Family Health Care Dwellings.
Require that building permit fees be based on a cost-per-square-foot methodology.

VVVVYVY

The commission is set to convene its final interim meeting on Jan. 18 with the agenda to be
determined. Interested Councilmembers can view the meeting by streaming it live on
the Legislative Coordinating Commission YouTube page.

EDA Updates. The EDA met last week and they discussed a number of topics. Byron Auto
Sales recently acquired Kasson Car Care and their transition process began last week. They
are excited to be coming to town. Baymont by Wyndom is looking to make significant
renovations to the property to put them in compliance with their franchise requirements.
They have requested assistance applying for the DEED Main Street Revitalization grant
program. Robert will be collaborating with the county on completing this application. We
have continued negotiations regarding the Hamilton Multifamily Project, the EDA provided
some feedback related to the details.

The County has applied for technical assistance from First Children’s Finance to

assess the childcare situation throughout the area. The EDA may help collaborate in

this project. Plaza 57 is offering an incentive to attract an owner/operator. They are

willing to pay for 50% of the build out, maxed at $100,000. This would seem to be an
excellent fit for the location. Finally, Robert has conducted some outreach to area real estate
developers/investors and hospitality management companies. In 2022, he will be looking to
put together a formal RFP for the Vail site to solicit developers.

16" Street Extension Project. Included in your packet you have information related to the
16™ Street Extension. The basic work of planning this road is completed, however there are
a number of caveats. You’ve got a scoping document from Xcel, they are indicating that it
will cost $601,000 to move their lines, this is well over what was budgeted. This means that
the project is definitely in jeopardy, the Council will need to review options. One option is
to simply put the roundabout it and stub it off. This seems like it might the best option if we
don’t have the funding to fully complete the project. However, there are other options, we
could hold off on the project entirely and reserve the MSA dollars. However, we would
probably lose the grant from MnDOT that was received. Brandon will have more
information tonight.

Ferguson Water Meter Replacement Issues. There have been some hiccups with the
replacement project. Part of it is related to the South Fork Area, At the start of the project,
they were all pulled into their own separate batch to keep them from being mailed until they
were ready t
