The report further categorizes issued permits based on TYPE including;  

 New Residential Construction,  

 New Non-Residential Construction,  

 Accessory Buildings and Additions,  

 Repairs and Renovations (general), 

 Renovations to open new Business (2014, 2015 and 2016 only), 

 Miscellaneous Other – ex. Decks, Porches, Fences, Towers….  

Data is further categorized by calendar years, including years 2007 through 2016 inclusive. 

The Building Permit Data is maintained within the City’s Geographic Information System (GIS) 

and updated on a monthly basis based on permits issued in the Inspections Division of 

Development Services.
