Do I have to create an account to use the online registration 
system?  
Yes. Please create a new account at northglenn.org/playnorthglenn. 
The registration link is located at the top of the page. Create a 
username and password, and add your household members to 
your account. 
	
What can I do with online registration?  
You can use the registration website to register for classes, make a 
payment, look up your transaction history and check your account 
balance.

Is your system secure?  
We have taken many steps to ensure the security of your 
transaction. Our online registration employs 128-bit encryption 
along with other industry standards.

Are there programs that are not available through online 
registration?  
Yes. In these cases, in-person registration is required. However, you 
will still be able to view the details online. In this guide, the classes 
with a class code indicate online registration availability. Please call 
303.450.8800 for further information.

I am a non-resident. Can I use online registration?
Yes. The registration process is the same for both residents and 
non-residents.  However, non-resident fees and registration times 
may be different from resident fees and registration times.

I don’t feel comfortable using a credit card over the internet.  
Can I still register online?
Yes. If you already have a credit on your account, that credit can 
be used toward payment for registration. The credit must be large 
enough to cover the full amount of the class. Otherwise, a credit 
card will need to be used to pay the difference. You may add credit 
to your account by going into the Recreation Center. Our online 
registration system uses a variety of security measures to maintain 
the safety of your personal information.

Residency 
Residents are required to show proof of residency to get resident rates on 
memberships and program registration.

Membership Information
Annual and 6-month memberships can be paid in monthly installments. 
Family memberships include a parent or guardian and children (17 years & 
younger) claimed as dependent on your federal tax return and living at the 
same residence.

A $25 administration fee is assessed for cancellation of 6-month and 
annual memberships. A $15 fee is assessed for cancellation of 3-month 
memberships.

Financial Assistance
The City is able to provide limited financial assistance for Northglenn 
residents to participate in recreation programs.
