Riverdale Park & Edmonston

Awarded Federal Grant

The Towns of Riverdale Park & Edmonston have secured
a significant federal grant under the Safe Streets for All
Program (SS4A) from the U.S. Department of Transporta-
tion. The total grant amount awarded was $768,000.
Each town will receive a portion of the grant, with
Riverdale Park's portion amounting to $500,000. This
grant will be used for planning and demonstration pur-
poses aimed at enhancing safety and accessibility. This is
particularly important in the context of increased pedes-
trian and bicycle movements to access two Purple Line
light rail stations expected to open in 2026. The ultimate
goal of the project is a reduction in pedestrian fatalities,
serious injuries and overall crash occurrences along tar-
geted corridors and the major interior corridors of both
towns. For Riverdale Park, this grant is the next step in
our commitment to Walk, Bike, Drive (WBD) established
in 2019 to improve the safety of pedestrians, cyclists,
and drivers. Overall, the grant presents a valuable oppor-
tunity for Riverdale Park and Edmonston to make tangi-
ble improvements to their transportation infrastructure,
ultimately contributing to safer and more accessible
streets for all residents and visitors.

Mayor Thompson’s Message—April 2024

Spring has arrived, and it is glorious. For several days the temperature has been warm |
(perhaps too warm), trees are flowering, and shrubs are leafing out. While I’'m enjoy-
ing it, | worry that these early warm temperatures will mean we will have a too-hot
summer.

Pedestrian/Biker/Driver Safety

Unfortunately, we still don't have an analysis on what exactly caused the vehicle to
strike and kill the two children walking to Riverdale Elementary on November 20" of
last year. I'm hoping we'll get that report soon so we can use it to improve safety. Alan Thompson, Mayor
It’s been almost four months since the tragedy happened and we need to know

what caused the tragedy.

The Town Council approved the creation of the Walk/Bike/Drive Citizen’s Advisory Committee at the March Leg-
islative meeting. Specific education, training, and/or experience are required for many of the positions, so the
committee can offer informed solutions to the problems they identify. If you are interested in participating, look
elsewhere in this issue of the Town Crier for instructions on how to apply, and feel free to send me and your
Council representative a copy of your application/resume. Now that the Committee has been approved and has
direction from the Council about (1) scope, and (2) expectations, we look forward to reviewing applications.
Please note that anyone who already submitted a letter of interest will need to submit an application, or at least
send a note indicating that you are still interested.

54" Place Pocket Park

The Pocket Park and Tot Lot planned for the former alley known as 54™ Place (roughly midway between 54" Ave-
nue and Kenilworth Avenue, just south of Riverdale Road) has encountered a challenge. The owners of an adja-
cent property cited an undocumented discussion that they had with Town officials to transfer the former alley to
the property owner as part of an economic development project that they were considering around 2007 or
2008. The property owners have also said that the closing of the former alley would impact business operations
for the nearby grocery store and restaurant by interfering with deliveries. We are investigating these assertions
and will make a decision in the coming weeks about how to move forward. It is possible that the completion of
the park may be delayed (perhaps by years), along with an increase in costs (by hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars), or both. The property owner(s), through their attorney, have threatened legal action if we continue with
construction. Again, we are working on a path forward. This is a very important project that will enhance the
quality of life for many of our residents.

Budget Season

The Town Manager will present the draft budget for fiscal year 2025 (beginning July 1st) to the Council in early
April. This budget covers all town operations - from police services, trash collection, and road maintenance to
providing grants to non-profit organizations working within the town limits. A key component is the Capital Im-
provement Program, which funds long-term equipment and projects like sidewalks, street repairs, vehicles, etc.,
that extend beyond a single fiscal year. Multi-hour public budget hearings are scheduled for April 13th and April
20th, allowing the Council to suggest changes to be incorporated into the budget ordinance that will be formally
introduced at the May Legislative session. Residents interested in any town services or initiatives are encouraged
to attend one or both of these public hearings.

State Legislative Session

The Maryland state legislative session is underway, with approximately 3,000 bills being considered. I've been
working with the Prince George’s County Municipal Association to track bills that might impact our Town. | dis-
cussed several bills with our legislative team at the Maryland Mayor’s Association annual meeting at the end of
February and they are working for passage the bills that will help our town, and against those that will not.
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COVID-19 and other respiratory diseases

The COVID-19 situation has improved, likely because people socialized less during the early part of this year
than they did in November and December, and will be outside more as the weather warms up. As | predicted
last month, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) revised isolation guidelines in April, removing
the recommended isolation period after a COVID diagnosis unless the sick person has symptoms such as cough
and fever. This is not ideal given that transmission can occur without symptoms. We’ve learned during the pan-
demic that isolation when sick, masks, and good ventilation work to prevent infection (via COVID or other virus-
es). These measures all still work, and people like myself who are likely to have a poor outcome if infected
should be follow those guidelines, despite the new relaxed guidelines from the CDC.

Baltimore Avenue Municipal Center (former Army Reserve building)

There’s not a lot to report on this. We continue to work with Congressman Ivey’s office to move this project for-
ward.

El Pocket Park y Tot Lot planificado para el antiguo callejon conocido como 54th Place (aproximadamente a me-
dio camino entre 54th Avenue y Kenilworth Avenue, justo al sur de Riverdale Road) se ha enfrentado a un desa-
fio. Los dueiios de una propiedad adyacente citaron una discusién indocumentada que tuvieron con funcionarios
de la ciudad para transferir el antiguo callejon al duefio de la propiedad como parte de un proyecto de desarrollo
econémico que estaban considerando alrededor de 2007 o 2008. Los duefios de la propiedad también han dicho
que el cierre del antiguo callejon afectaria las operaciones comerciales de la tienda de comestibles y el restauran-
te cercanos al interferir con las entregas. Estamos investigando estas afirmaciones y tomaremos una decision en
las préximas semanas sobre como seguir adelante. Es posible que la finalizacién del parque se retrase (quizas
afios), junto con un aumento de los costos (en cientos de miles de délares), o ambas cosas. Los duefios de la pro-
piedad, a través de su abogado, han amenazado con emprender acciones legales si continuamos con la construc-
cion. Una vez mas, estamos trabajando en un camino a seguir. Este es un proyecto muy importante que mejorara
la calidad de vida de muchos de nuestros residentes.

Temporada de Presupuesto

El administrador municipal presentara el proyecto de presupuesto para el afio fiscal 2025 (a partir del 1 de julio)
al Ayuntamiento a principios de abril. Este presupuesto cubre todas las operaciones de la ciudad, desde los servi-
cios policiales, la recoleccion de basura y el mantenimiento de carreteras hasta la concesién de subvenciones a
organizaciones sin fines de lucro que trabajan dentro de los limites de la ciudad. Un componente clave es el Pro-
grama de Mejoras de Capital, que financia equipos y proyectos a largo plazo como aceras, reparaciones de calles,
vehiculos, etc., que se extienden mas alld de un solo afio fiscal. Se han programado audiencias publicas de varias
horas sobre el presupuesto para el 13 y 20 de abril, lo que permitird al Consejo sugerir cambios que se incorpora-
ran a la ordenanza presupuestaria que se presentara formalmente en la sesién legislativa de mayo. Se anima a los

Sesion Legislativa Estatal

La sesion legislativa del estado de Maryland estd en marcha y se estdn considerando aproximadamente 3.000 pro-
yectos de ley. He estado trabajando con la Asociacidn Municipal del Condado de Prince George para realizar un
seguimiento de los proyectos de ley que podrian afectar a nuestra ciudad. Discuti varios proyectos de ley con
nuestro equipo legislativo en la reunién anual de la Asociacidn de Alcaldes de Maryland a fines de febrero y estan
trabajando para aprobar los proyectos de ley que ayudaran a nuestra ciudad y los que no.

COVID-19 y Otras Enfermedades Respiratorias

La situacion de la COVID-19 ha mejorado, probablemente porque la gente socializé menos durante la primera par-
te de este afio que en noviembre y diciembre, y estara mas al aire libre a medida que el clima se caliente. Como
predije el mes pasado, los Centros para el Control y la Prevencion de Enfermedades (CDC) revisaron las pautas de
aislamiento en abril, eliminando el periodo de aislamiento recomendado después de un diagndstico de COVID, a
menos que la persona enferma tenga sintomas como tos y fiebre. Esto no es ideal dado que la transmisiéon puede
ocurrir sin sintomas. Hemos aprendido durante la pandemia que el aislamiento cuando estamos enfermos, las
mascaras y una buena ventilacion funcionan para prevenir la infeccion (a través de COVID u otros virus). Todas
estas medidas todavia funcionan, y las personas como yo, que probablemente tengan un mal resultado si se in-
fectan, deben seguir esas pautas, a pesar de las nuevas pautas relajadas de los CDC.

Seguimos trabajando con la oficina del congresista Ivey para hacer avan-
zar este proyecto.
