Background
Walla Walla County Code (WWCC) Chapter 3.08 establishes the land development application fees the

County charges customers for processing their applications. The last time these fees were adjusted was
in 2019. The 2022 proposed fee updates build on the changes and methodology adopted in 2019.

Staff Conclusion

Based on the analysis conducted by the Community Development Department (CDD) staff, as presented
in workshops with the Board of County Commissioners, CDD staff concludes that the proposed
amendments to the Land Development Application Fees (ZCA22-001) will better assist the County in
covering the actual costs associated with processing land use and related development permit
applications.

Staff Recommendation
Staff recommends that the proposed amendments, docket number ZCA22-001, be considered for
approval by the Board of County Commissioners.

Recommended Motion

“I move that the Walla Walla County Board of Commissioners concur with the findings of fact and
conclusion of law in docket number ZCA22-001 and request that the Community Development
Department and Prosecuting Attorney prepare an ordinance for approval.

Analysis and Summary of the Proposal

Attached is a summary of the proposed land use fee updates compared to current fees, adopted in
2019. The proposed fees shown in Attachment 1 are 100% of estimated 2022 costs. As discussed at
BOCC workshops, the methodology/formulas for estimated 2022 costs/proposed fees were the same as
developed in 2019. These formulas were updated to 2022 costs and minor changes/corrections were
made based on procedural changes. The big difference is that in 2019 the Board decided not to adopt
fees covering actual costs, since it had been more than ten years since fees had been updated. Based on

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general direction at BOCC workshops, what is proposed is to update the fees to cover actual estimated
2022 costs, which would in most cases represent substantial increases in fees. With a few exceptions,

then increase in fees proposed here is more substantial than the increase in 2019. This is all shown in

Attachment 1.

It should be noted that the 2019 estimates of average processing time for each application type were
appropriate to use because procedure/staffing has not changed substantially. These were each
reviewed by staff. These are conservative estimates based on minimum costs/standard procedure. It is
expected that in the future these will need to be revisited. For example, when the current TRAKIT
Upgrade is completed, some staff work will be automated which may result in a reduction of staff time
for drafting reports, etc. When the TRAKIT Upgrade is completed, we also plan to start tracking time,
something we're not able to do in the current system. This data can be used the next time these fees are
reviewed. The County is also in the process of considering code amendments which would expedite
certain processes.

Assumptions/Principles

1. The Community Development Department’s funding sources include the Current Expense Fund,
Permit and Application Fee Revenue, and limited State grant funds.

2. The Department’s fee-based services are defined as operations related to permit/application
processing, inspections, plan reviews, State Environmental Policy Act reviews, and land use appeals.

3. The proposed fee updates are based on a principle that applicants should pay for the services
received and additional fees are needed to fund the Department at level where we can provide
timely, high-quality service and meet code and statutory requirements for application processing.

4. Fees should be predictable and understandable to the customer and the fee system should be
efficient and cost-effective to manage.

5. Land use and development fees are charged a flat fee based on the average processing time to
review/process the application. The flat fee includes two iterations of plans review (second review
to confirm changes identified in plan review comments), as well as intake and closeout of the
application. As now, publication costs for required notices will be charged at actual rate to
applicant.

6. Due to increasing Hearing Examiner costs, the proposed fee amendments include a provision for
applications that are subject to Hearing Examiner review to pay the actual cost to the County of
Hearing Examiner review if it exceeds the minimum (generally $1,150 for most Type 3 applications).

7. Indirect/overhead costs will be calculated based on ratio of personnel/services supported. There are
ten staff members within the Department, but only half are heavily involved in the
processing/review of land use applications. This includes the three members of the planning staff
(Senior Planner, Associate Planner, Planning Technician) as well as a portion of time of the Director,
Building Official/Fire Marshal, and Administrative Assistant. Schedule B — Overhead breaks down the
percent share of costs used to arrive at a total cost for overhead.

8. Hourly staff costs also include a figure for overhead (costs for materials/supplies, consultant fees,
training, land use hearings, office equipment, operating rentals and leases, and other capital
expenditures). The same calculation/budget items were included in this cost estimate as in 2019.

9. Overhead costs do not include the cost of the Code Compliance Officer’s time, which is a cost to the
County that cannot be covered by land use or building permit fee revenue, for which the County
may only charge for the cost to actual provide service.

10. Often, more staff members participate in the pre-application meeting team than were used to
calculate the cost of the meeting. The proposed preapplication fee of $250 would be applied to the
land use application fee if submitted within one year, so assuming the applicant follow through with
application, this will not be an additional cost.

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11. Staff Consultation/Informal Preapplication TRC Roundtable Meetings. Applicants may request and

participate in an informal thirty-minute meeting prior to a formal pre-application meeting or
application submittal. The purpose of the consultation is to discuss in general terms project permit
application questions. Staff will not prepare for the consultation, nor will they produce any written
or electronic documentation of the discussions. It is the applicant’s responsibility to take notes. As
no project permit application has been submitted, the County will not make any binding
commitments. This service will still be offered without direct charge.
In addition to the Preapplication fee, there are a couple of other proposed fees that would be
added, these are listed at the bottom of the list in Attachment 1 and include:
A. Additional Revision Review Fee of §125, if there is an additional revision review request
because the applicant did not make requested changes.
B. Project/Application Change Fee of $125. Would be charged if the applicant chooses to
modify their proposal mid-stream.
C. Zoning Confirmation Letter Fee of $125. This is a service we provide now for fee, but it
requires a substantial amount of research. We do 5-10 of these per year, typically for
commercial/industrial properties.

Findings of Fact

1.

The land development fees were updated in 2019 but prior to this they had not been updated since
2007. In 2019 the Board increased fees to cover approximately 50% of processing costs with the
intention to increase fees in the future to cover more of these costs.

The current land development fees do not adequately compensate the County for its processing of
applications.

The analysis is based on current staff costs (Schedule A), the cost of overhead (Schedule B), and the
cost for processing each type of land use application (Land Development Application Processing
Costs).

The Board of County Commissioners held two public workshops on this proposal.

Resolution No. 22-115 signed by the Board of County Commissioners on May 23, 2022, set the date
and time of the Public Hearing for June 13, 2022, beginning at 11:15 AM.

A Notice of Public Hearing was issued May 31, 2022. This notice was published in the Tri-City
Herald, Walla Walla Union Bulletin, and The Times (Waitsburg) on June 2, 2022, and published on
the County website on the same day.

Conclusions of Law

The proposed fee schedule assures that the Community Development Department is compensated
for minimum costs associated with land use development application review.

The proposed fees are not charging applicants more than the costs of reviewing and processing
applications, and preparing detailed statements as required by Chapter 43.21C RCW.

1. Describe the entire public facilities project, including the parts that you are not asking
to fund.
(The term "public facilities" means bridges, roads, domestic and industrial water facilities,
sanitary sewer facilities, earth stabilization, storm sewer facilities, railroads, electrical
facilities, natural gas facilities, research, testing, training, and incubation facilities in
innovation partnership zones designated under RCW 43.330.270, buildings, structures,
telecommunications infrastructure, transportation infrastructure, or commercial
infrastructure, and port facilities in the state of Washington.

The Christian Aid Center (CAC) is an integral part of the Walla Walla community because it’s one
of the first places hurting individuals seek when in time of need and despair. CAC started as a
soup kitchen for men, and in time evolved into a homeless shelter. Today, while we still address
the same basic needs of sheltering and feeding needy men, women and children; we also offer
the opportunity for real-life change through long-term recovery programs.

Each day, staff and volunteers are on the front lines battling homelessness by addressing the
needs of the whole person: physically, emotionally, socially and spiritually. This is a bold
challenge in itself. But when it comes to men who seek our help, the current situation with our
facilities make it even more difficult to be impactful beyond meeting the basic needs—the
dilapidated state of our buildings, added to the lack of ventilation and natural light, and
inadequate bathroom/shower facilities—all contribute to a situation which doesn’t provide
dignity.

In addition, one of the lessons we learned during the pandemic is the value of space, since for the
first time we had capacity challenges and limitations. In recent months, we’ve experienced an
approximate 30 percent increase in the number of men coming to our shelter (1,682 number of
bed nights in 1st quarter of 2021, compared to 2,294 in 2022 - 55 men compared to 86 men).
Despite the services of the agencies in our community, there continues to be unmet housing
needs for men and single fathers with children. Another challenge lies in the number of
individuals who suffer from mental illness, serious substance abuse issues, or have out-of-the-
ordinary circumstances. For that reason, we see the need for flexible spaces that can
accommodate individuals until they are capable of receiving long-term help.

Unfortunately, because of the many issues with our current infrastructure, our program
effectiveness is significantly hampered.

We purchased the property adjacent to our current facilities and are planning to demolish the
existing structures and build a new Shelter for Men with 40 congregate beds, five separate
additional flexible units, bathrooms, laundry facilities, living rooms, classrooms, a multipurpose
room and offices. The new facility will have 51 total beds for people experiencing homelessness
in our community.

We have had preliminary discussions with the City of Walla Walla, who may invest 225,000 in
the project, along with waiving permit and other development fees valued at approximately
560,000. These local public funds would match the County funds by more than 1:1.



We plan to start construction in the fall of 2023. The EDSTFA requirement of drawing funds
within one year would be met when paying for our design fees.

Yes, the proposed facility will be maintained by the applicant, just like all its other facilities. For
the Christian Aid Center financial sustainability is of highest priority. We do not have any debt
and maintain a healthy cash reserve to respond to any unusual maintenance or operational
need. The CAC hires an independent accounting firm to conduct a yearly financial review or
audit, which can be found on the website.

The development program is responsible for implementing fundraising activities that provide
operational support for the year and for any new initiatives. The annual operating budget of
approximately $1.5MM is raised through a variety of channels including direct mail, personal
solicitation, digital marketing, etc.

Unlike many other nonprofits, the CAC does not receive any ongoing government support and
we are funded entirely by the generous donations of individuals and foundations who support
our work.

ATTACHMENT A
Principle Guidelines
Economic Development Sales Tax Fund (EDSTF)

Some provisions within these principle guidelines are requirements under RCW
82.14.370 - Sales and use tax for public facilities in rural counties.

1. Publicinfrastructure projects must be listed in the Walla Walla County Comprehensive
Plan (Chapter 11 Economic Development Element — Appendix G). Public infrastructure
project listed in the approved County Comprehensive Plan does not guarantee the public
infrastructure project will receive funding.

2. At the beginning of each fiscal year, the Port will notify the jurisdictions of the available
funding in the EDSTF and will transmit the application form and these principle
guidelines.

3. The Port Commission will maintain discipline in using the EDSTF for strategic economic
development opportunities. Public infrastructure projects that create, retain and/or
expand family wage jobs (defined as $25,000 per year plus a benefits package),
encourage private sector capital investment, and new taxes are the primary goal of the
EDSTF.

4. Cap any one jurisdiction from receiving more than a $200,000 grant and a $200,000 loan
in any one fiscal year. Exceptions will be made for extraordinary job creating
opportunities, private sector capital investments, and new taxes. Exceptions will also be
made if a jurisdiction has projects that would allow the funding to be distributed
countywide. For example, a jurisdiction may have a qualifying project in Burbank and
during that same fiscal year, they may have a qualifying project in Waitsburg. In order to
help disburse the EDSTF countywide, both qualifying applications would be considered.

5. Applications require a 50% local public match to the amount of the EDSTF request. 10%
local public match will be required for the City of Prescott and City of Waitsburg due to
their size and access to local public matching dollars. Local public match is defined as
publicly-appropriated local funds. Funds appropriated from the state, federal, other
funding sources, and in-kind match do not qualify as a local public match. Private sector
funds directly allocated to the public infrastructure project will be considered as a local
public match.

Example: If the EDSTF request is $200,000, the applicant is required to secure $100,000

in the local public match. In the case for the City of Prescott and City of Waitsburg, if the

EDSTF request is $200,000, the applicant is required to secure $20,000 in the local public
match.



6. Each public infrastructure project approved for EDSTF will need to enter into a
performance contract and/or inter-local agreement guaranteeing performance.

7. Public infrastructure projects that can substantiate the creation of new direct family
wage jobs (defined as $25,000 per year plus a benefits package), private sector capital
investment, and new taxes will have the best chance in securing an EDSTF grant and/or
loan.

8. Public infrastructure projects that cannot identify the creation of new direct family wage
jobs (defined as $25,000 per year plus a benefits package), private sector capital
investment, and new taxes are encouraged to apply for an EDSTF loan. If the applicant is
requesting an EDSTF grant, and an EDSTF grant is awarded, the applicant will be
restricted in applying for an EDSTF grant for 5 years from the date of award. However,
during this 5-year restricted period, the applicant has a public infrastructure project that
can demonstrate the creation of new direct family wage jobs (defined as $25,000 per
year plus a benefits package), private sector capital investment, and new taxes, their
application would be considered for funding.

9. Public infrastructure-related projects that can substantiate the retention of existing
family wage jobs (defined as $25,000 per year plus a benefits package) are encouraged
to apply for EDSTF grant and/or loan. To substantiate job retention, the applicant must
fully demonstrate that a specific business would have a reduction in its labor force
without the public infrastructure improvement.

10. Projects approved for funding must start drawing down the appropriated funds for the
proposed public infrastructure project within 1 year from the date the application is
approved. All appropriated funds must be fully expended within 2 years from the date
the application is approved. If the applicant cannot meet said deadlines, the application
must resubmit their application for consideration. All existing approved public
infrastructure projects will have priority funding over the new resubmitted application.
